The Tackling Poverty & Inequalities Strategic Partnership will continue to focus on tackling the 
root causes of poverty and building people’s capabilities through income maximisation, 
employability and promoting positive life chances and use all resources available to support 
services and opportunities that improve the live chances of those most vulnerable in 
Aberdeenshire.  Where possible, community groups, third sector organisations and partners will 
be signposted to support (funding or advice/guidance) through other sources. However it is 
acknowledged that alternative funding streams are also reducing.
