Directions

The route can be accessed from two 
points just north of the village. From 
the centre of Newmachar follow Sta-
tion Road north to the A947 Kingseat 
Road and join the route at the access 
point across the road to your right. 
There is parking available at the other 
access point, accessible from the road 
north of the A947 at the cross-roads 
with Station Road. 

There are a few picnic benches available 
for you to have a rest and enjoy the 
scenery. This section of the route is 
easily accessed for wheelchair users and 
individuals with limited ability.

Once in Udny Station be sure to stop 
at the Udny Station Hotel on the main 
road, where a warm welcome awaits. 

•	Look out for the hunting  
	 dragonflies on the man-made  
	 pond just south of Udny Station.
•	Wear suitable clothing and 		
	 footwear for outdoor use.
•	Remember your picnic.
•	Consider commuting to Ellon  
	 or Dyce by bicycle.
